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< Chess Tournament Etiquette >

(This section is provided by Mr. Leonardo Brinkman, currently based in Osaka.)

Etiquette starts when the game begins with a "Good Game." After that, keep quiet if possible,
refrain from conversation, make one move at a time, press the clock, and record the moves.
Leaving your seat before making your move is a violation. You should only offer a draw after
making your move. When you want to adjust the position of a piece, say "j'adoube." If you
touch a piece without saying it, you must move that piece. By following these basic rules, you
should have sufficient etiquette to enjoy your game with peace of mind.

Of course, you should shake hands at both the start and the end of the game.

Time control: Digital clock, Fischer mode, 40 minutes + 30 seconds increment per move

(If a digital clock is unavailable: analog clock, 40 moves in 1 hour, then 20 minutes sudden death.)

If a game becomes excessively long and disrupts the tournament schedule, the TD will make a ruling.
Except for the final round, players who notify the organizer before the next-round pairings that they will
not play a round will receive ¥z point.

A forced bye will be scored as 1 point.

2.6. Eligibility

Members of the Japan Chess Federation (JCF).

Since this is an official JCF event, membership is required. Please register in advance.
Entry Fee:

* General: 3,000 yen

¢ Students (elementary, junior high, high school, university, graduate school): 1,500 yen

Please pay at the venue. Exact change is appreciated.
2.7. Qualification for the National Championship

(1) Number of qualifiers based on participants

* 1 qualifier per 6 participants (fractions rounded down).

* Seeded players already holding qualification are included in the participant count.

* Declined spots will not be passed down to lower-ranked players.

(2) Local quota

* Among the qualifiers above, the top one player from the local quota will receive a seed.
* Local quota applies to:

(D Current residents of Hokkaido

(2 Former residents of Hokkaido

(@ Those with relatives living in Hokkaido




(3) Seed recipients must hold Japanese chess nationality (JCF nationality).

2.8. Game Regulations (Additional Notes)t

(1)During the game, players are prohibited from using notes, receiving information or advice, or analyzing
on another board.

(2)On the scoresheet, only basic data (date, opponent name), moves, and time consumption may be
written.

Record your move only after completing it on the board.

(3)Mobile phones and electronic communication devices are strictly prohibited in the playing hall.
However, since there is no separate waiting room, devices may be brought in only if powered off and stored
in a bag.

If a phone rings during the game, that player loses the game.

(4)All matters not specified above will be judged according to FIDE rules.

For example, an illegal move is a violation; the second illegal move results in a loss.

Incorrect clock operation is also a violation.

(5)Post-game analysis should be quiet and respectful.

(6)A player arriving more than 30 minutes late will lose by forfeit.

(7)If one player’s time expires, the game may still be a draw depending on the opponent’s remaining
material.

Do not disturb the board until the arbiter makes a decision.

(8)Pairings will be made using a computer. If the computer becomes unavailable, manual pairings will be
done using paper cards.

(9) After finishing your game, stop the clock, call the arbiter, sign the scoresheet, and submit the original

copy.

2.9. Explanation of Qualification for JCF National Championships

(1)By participating in this tournament:

a. Among players who wish to participate in the national championship, the top finishers will be selected
according to the number of qualifiers defined by JCF (minus one).

b. According to JCF rules, if no Hokkaido player is selected in step (a), the top-finishing Hokkaido-quota
player who wishes to participate will be selected.

(2)If there is no eligible additional player under step (b), no extra qualifier from the Hokkaido quota will
be added.

2.10. Other Notes

(1)Players who own a digital chess clock are requested to bring it.

(2)Pairings for Round 1 will be posted on ChessResults.com by March 20 (Fri).
Pairings may change depending on circumstances on the day.

(3)Spectators and players who have finished their games must keep mobile phones and electronic devices
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powered off and stored until all games have finished.

(4)A tournament booklet with player photos will be created and posted on the website.

If this is a problem, please notify the organizer in advance.

(5)To create a game collection, please send PGN files of your games within one week after the tournament
to sapporochessclub@gmail.com.

PGN files should include: tournament name, date, round (“round.board” format), players (surname, given

name; copying from ChessResults.com recommended), and result.
