player, with 30 seconds added per move.

the TD will make a ruling.

(6)Eligibility:

The Sapporo Autumn Chess Tournament is an official event of the Japan
Chess Federation, so participants must be members of the Japan Chess
Federation (please register in advance).

If you prefer not to become a member, you can still participate by

paying an additional 2,000 yen on top of the tournament fee.

The tournament fee is 2,000 yen (half-price for students: elementary,
junior high, high school, and university/graduate students).

Both the tournament fee and the additional charge will be collected in

cash on the day.

(7)Other Information:

(D Please bring a digital chess clock if you have one.

(2) The pairings for the first round will be posted on ChessResult.com
by October 12th (Sat). Please note that pairings may change depending

on the situation on the day of the tournament.
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< Special Regulations for the Sapporo Autumn Chess Tournament >

O This tournament will follow a Swiss-system format over 5 rounds, based on ratings from
the Japan Chess Federation.

O Pairings will be done using a computer. However, if the computer becomes unavailable,
manual pairings will be done using paper cards.

O The time control will follow the Fischer system, with 40 minutes initially set, plus an
additional 30 seconds per move from the first move. (If a game becomes excessively long, to

the point of hindering the tournament's progress, the arbiter will make a ruling.)
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O Important: If a player is more than 30 minutes late from the start of the match, they will be
forfeited.

O Important: If one player's time runs out and no arbiter ruling is given, the player with time
remaining wins if the opponent still has any piece other than a king. For cases like K vs KN, K
vs KB, K vs KNN, which may be considered book draws, please call an arbiter for a decision
before your time runs out.

O After the game ends, please record the result on the pairing sheet. Also, submit the

original scoresheet.

< General Regulations for Chess Tournaments >

O ltis forbidden to use notes, gain information, receive advice, or analyze using another
board during the game.

O Only basic data such as the date, opponent's name, piece movements, and time used may
be written on the scoresheet. You may only record your move after completing it.

O It is strictly prohibited to bring mobile phones or other electronic communication devices
into the tournament room. However, as there is no separate lounge area for this tournament,
you may bring such devices if they are powered off and stored in your bag. If a mobile phone
rings during the game, the player will automatically lose the match.

O All other situations will be handled according to FIDE rules. For example, illegal moves are
a violation, and on the second infraction, the player will lose. Pressing the clock incorrectly is
also considered a violation.

O Post-game discussions should avoid non-game-related conversation.

<Chess Tournament Etiquette >

(This section is provided by Mr. Leonardo Brinkman, currently based in Osaka.)

Etiquette starts when the game begins with a "Good Game." After that, keep quiet if possible,
refrain from conversation, make one move at a time, press the clock, and record the moves.
Leaving your seat before making your move is a violation. You should only offer a draw after
making your move. When you want to adjust the position of a piece, say "j'adoube." If you
touch a piece without saying it, you must move that piece. By following these basic rules, you
should have sufficient etiquette to enjoy your game with peace of mind.

Of course, you should shake hands at both the start and the end of the game.
